0| End of Nepean Lookout Fire Trail

(320 m 8 mins) From the car park, at the end of the publicly
accessible section of the Nepean Lookout Fire Trail, thiswalk
heads through the gap in the wire fence next to the large 'Blue
Mountains National Park' information sign. The walk soon
passes a silver information sign about 'Jack Evans Track',
where the sandy track starts to head down hill, with the
occasional wooden step. Passing a burnt 'take care when
walking near cliffs sign the track passes severa informal
tracks off to the right. The main track continues down the hill
until a larger sandy area gives way to a rock platform and
view on the right, this is Erskine Lookout, an unfenced
informal 1ookout.

Thisinformal and unfenced lookout on Jack Evans Track isin
the lower Blue Mountains south west from the end of Nepean
Lookout Fire Trail. The lookout is perched high above
Erskine Creek and provides wonderful view upstream, and
good views downstream. The view down in to the gorge gives
a unigue perspective of the lower section of Erskine Creek.
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
