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This track meanders down from the car park to take
in the stunning views of the Grose Valley. The track
passes a picnic shelter on its way to the upper and
middle lookouts of Pulpit Rock (thereis alower
lookout, with many more steps). The lookouts
provide great views across the valley.

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(370 m 13 mins) From the car park, the walk follows the sign
to 'Pulpit Rock Lookout', down the stairs from the car park.
The track continues down to a shelter and toilet, and then
steeply heads down another flight of stairs, before flattening
out and then descending more stairs to the signposted
intersection.

Continue straight: From the intersection, thiswalk goes down
the stairs, following the sign to 'Pulpit Rock'. The track heads
down the hill to a flat area with awesome views over the
Grose Valley.

Veer |eft: From the upper lookout, this walk heads down the
long set of stairs towards Pulpit Rock (a bench seat is visible
from here). The walk passes a side path (which leads to a
cave) and continues down to the bench seat in the middle of
the platform.
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Pulpit Rock Lookout, Blue Mountains National Park, looks
over the Grose Valley and back towards Blackheath, with
Bridal Vel Falls and the Govetts L eap cliff edgein view. The
lookout has many levels with the uppermost lookout having
the easiest access.
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
